 For those who have suffered serious injuries or  
 illnesses due to serious crimes, bereaved  
 families of serious crime victims, and victims of 
 sexual crimes, we will subsidize part of the 
 living expenses deemed necessary for mental 
 or physical recovery from the crime.

 If you are a victim of a crime at or  
 near your residence and it  
 becomes difficult to live in the 
 residence, we will subsidize part  
 of the expenses necessary for 
moving to a new residence.

 We will subsidize part of the  
 expenses required to file 
 another civil lawsuit in order to 
 renew the statute of 
 limitations for claims for 
 damages against the 
 perpetrators of crime.
