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Over the past 10 years (1997 to 2006) Kochi has been working on the Tosa Education Reform with the wide
participation of people all around the prefecture,

In order to continue the reforms of the past 10 years, we have decided upon two basic policies that am lo
provide children with an education that will enrich them into the 21st century.

1. We will inherit the positive outcomes of the previous education reform, such as school disclosure,
lesson evaluation by students etc., and to further develop them with more active participation and
collaboration of everybody involved.

2. In order to build an education-oriented society, we need the strong support of all Kochi people. We
must build wide networks based upon trust between citizens, schools and educalional administrators.
